Alpha for the Military (A4M)

VISION

*  Help Christian growth in the Armed Forces by encouraging every person
on Active Duty, in the Reserves or National Guard, their families and
civilians working with the military

*  Explore the meaning of life by completing an Alpha course or derivative.

MINISTRY

*  Alpha courses equip, train and empower Chaplains, their assistants and
key milicary lay leaders to run Alpha courses in their units, ships, bases,
installations etc.

*  Courses are usually offered through Chaplains as part of a commander’s
religious education program, but they are best led by lay leaders.

*  Courses are non-denominational and are usually carried ourt in Catholic
and Protestant chapels, the military workplace and military housing,
Courses may be held off base,

*  Asappropriate and if requested, courses are offered with the help and
assistance of local civilian churches and/or para-church military ministries.

*  Alpha courses build authentic relationships and fellowship through small
group ministry and discussion based on orthodox Christian themes.

*  A4M offers prayer ministry to those volunteering to be part of their
nerwork. The ministry imparts encouragement, comfort and healing
through the power of the Holy Spirit.

*  Alpha courses and their derivatives are proven spiritual growth tools which
help build a strong, resilient Military Family.

*  Single and married Servicemen and women go to war stronger and
reintegrate better on return. Hope and healing is offered to those suffering
from combat rauma of all diagnoses; and to those who may be suicidal or
considering divorce.

*  Typically 500 Military Family members attend courses every year. About
50% make a first time or re-commitment to the Christian faith.
